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The employer is very busy from Memorial Day through Labor Day and any other days when it's sunny. 
Although there will be fewer available hours in the spring, they will be consistent to prepare for the busy summer 
launching in May. 
Employer is open to all start and end dates during the dates listed, however, due to onboarding requirements, the 
employer must have participants arrive 7-10 days before Memorial Day or 4th of July Holiday.

The employer expects participants to stay and work through their listed DS-2019 End Dates. 

Given the employer's commitment to provide schedules 2 weeks in advance, clear communication around scheduling 
is very important. Participants are strongly encouraged to bring all questions to managers BEFORE the schedule is 
distributed.
Participants must honor their contract and show up to work on their scheduled shifts. If a participant does not show up 
for a scheduled shift and does not call-in advance to say they cannot make it, their employment may be terminated.

Additional housing leads and guidelines for securing housing will be sent to hired participants by April 1, 2025.

Participants must bring originals and copies of their visa, passport, DS-2019 form, and I-94 to the orientation.

The ideal participant has the ability to work hard in a not ideal environment. The busiest time is when it is sunny and 
hot. The work areas do not have air conditioning. Participants are also on their feet the entire time. Participants must 
have the ability to stay positive while working hard and serving customers.

For those positions that are union, participants will be required to pay the union fees through paycheck deduction, but 
will receive the benefit of having the union to represent participants for any grievances. 
• Participants will NOT need to pay the $75 union initiation fee
• Note that all employees, including Americans, are required to pay these dues
For these dues: If participants average more than 20 hours a week but less than 30 hours, it is $10.95 per week. More 
than 30 hours is $11.05 per week.

On special event days, such as holidays, concerts, parades, etc., participants will be scheduled to work shifts between 
9 and 11 hours long. On any shift when participants work more than 9.5 hours, they will receive an additional $15.00 
for the shift (one payment). In any week when participants work more than 40 hours, they will also receive time and a 
half per hour for those hours over 40.

The work week runs from Monday to Sunday and the schedule will be posted on Thursdays for the following week. 
Time-off requests must be in writing and handed in no later than the Wednesday prior to the schedule posting day 
(Thursday). Time off will be given if there are enough employees to work the participant's normal shift. Once the 
schedule is posted, no changes will be made. Participants who need to change a shift after the schedule has been 
posted are expected to find another employee to cover the shift on their own. Participants must honor their contract 
and show up to work for their scheduled shifts. If they do not show up for a scheduled shift and do not call in advance 
to say they cannot make it, their employment will be terminated.

When it rains, very few employees are needed to work and the restaurant will typically close early. Rather than 
showing up to work and be sent home early, participants can call the restaurant to see if they are required to work on 
that day. Also, if it starts raining during their shift, participants may be sent home early. They can make up the lost 
hours by working an extra day on their normal day off or by working a longer shift on sunny and warm days. They can 
also work additional hours by doing other jobs in the restaurant such as cooking, cleaning, and kitchen work. 
Participants will still work over 32 hours per week on average through the duration of their programs, as participants 
will frequently work more than 32 hours during the busy weeks. 

Participants whose employment is terminated (involuntarily or voluntarily) have 2 weeks from the last day of work to 
find a new job and to submit a valid and complete Self-Arranged Job Offer (SAJO) to Greenheart Exchange for 
consideration. If the participant fails to submit a SAJO within the two-week deadline, Greenheart Exchange will 
shorten the participant’s program.
 
If Greenheart Exchange rejects the SAJO, the participant has one (1) business day to resubmit a new or a revised 
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Please feel free to attach any other additional information.
